Open Forum:

    Jim Stavinoha: Spoke concerning rumors and stories. Asked everyone to uphold the honor of this park.

    Larry  spoke (did not have last name on tape): Check Property code, with a vote WhiteOak Shores can be dissolved by vote and start all over. Do we want to get an management company in to run the Park? Not a bad idea. Road assessments, why were they not on a lot by lot basis. Lots are touching the pavement why were they not started that way?     Julie Danford asked to answer that question: It was discussed at one of the other boards meetings and I listened to the tapes. It was decided to put it out to the owners for a vote. The owners voted and a majority wanted it per member. So the decision was by the membership in Whiteoak Shores.

Joe Danford wanted to be sure everyone heard his apology for not having the current issue of the Deed Restrictions for removing an officer and taking up meeting time. He decided not to pursue it any further at this time.
Julie Danford was asked if she would talk about the insurance claim. Julie said, as I stated last year, I thought we could file a claim for the money waived for road loans by owners who sold lots and still owed for the road loans. It took me six months to gather all the information and submit the claim. There were 22 names for 30 + thousand dollars. I discovered one person had paid and that brought the total to $ 29,568.00. I mailed it out in April and did not hear anything for the longest time. They sent it all to their under writer in Michigan. They sent it to the litigators, to their under writers out of Houston. I received a letter that an attorney would get in touch with me later for all the pertinent information and documents for the claim. While on vacation this summer, I got a phone call and a letter asking me to send in the all the information.  They asked me for the recordings of all the meetings and all the minutes of the meetings whether it did or did not concern the roads.  I sent them everything on September 5th. Now all we do is play a waiting game. The first thing we will most likely hear is we don’t think you have a claim. Then by next spring they will say let’s talk about it and we would have our attorney contact them and say we will take them to court here in Texas and nobody is going to come here and they will just most likely pay and that’s pretty much it till we hear from them next. That is my understanding.  
Joe Danford spoke about the need to review the deed restrictions for voting. One vote per multiple owners of a lot. Recommends that it be reviewed by the board to resolve potential problems in the future.
Joe made a motion to direct the board to rewrite the By-Laws and Deed Restrictions and it was seconded, could not understand the tape on the vote NO RESULTS. MASS confusion and talking no resolutions.
Jeff brought another balloting problem, no signature and no identity of who they were. Following the rules,  those three were not allowed to vote. Vote approved to allow members with signed ballot to vote for 2 versus 3. Verified number of people signed in and votes cast matched. 

Tom Belcher recommended we look into independent vote for our elections as done in many other originations to prevent errors like we had today. Board said we would look into this.
