Attending:  Jeff Hodgson, President - Nick Garner, Vice President - Mitzie Stavinoha, Treasurer - Gunner Grimsley, Secretary - Julie Danford - Rodger Johnson
President Jeff Hodgson stated there was a quorum present and the meeting would come to order.
Jeff passed out a copy of the email from Kenneth Tootie Joiner resigning from the Board of Directors due to work schedule and not being able to be at the Board of Directors meeting.  He regretted the move but felt it best for the Park.

Jeff stated he felt that the best policy for a replacement was the order of the vote at the annual meeting the next person on the list was Donna Gilmore. Donna Gilmore had approached Jeff earlier that evening and stated she did not want to be on the board at this time. 

Gunner stated that he believed the Board of Directors could continue with only six members.  Nick Garner disagreed. Nick agreed with Jeff that he thought the vote should be the next person voted on the annual list of voting members.

After more discussion, a motion was made by Rodger Johnson that we replace the vacancy of Tootie Joiner with a vote and seconded by Gunner.  Unanimous approval by the board.
A motion was made by Gunner to take the next person on the list and nominate that person for a vote to replace Tootie Joiner. This vote will be confirmed at the meeting tomorrow morning. The motion was seconded by Roger Johnson. Unanimous approval by the board members.

Sandy Simpson will be contacted tonight to find out if she would like to serve on the board if voted in. That vote will take place tomorrow morning. A short discussion was opened up to the members present at the meeting. Dan wax had a question about the order we would follow and for people to be brought on the board. Jeff Hodges explained by popular vote of the people running for the board. A list was comprised of the votes canditates received during the annual meeting, taking that lists and going down to the first person who didn’t make the board.  That person was Donna Gilmore, who elected not to run for the board for the short-term. The next person on the list is Sandra Sampson with 21 votes, next person after Sandy Simpson was Rick Reagan with 12 votes, next person after that was Wanda Hammons with 10 votes. Dan said he understood and there was no further discussion on the matter.

Insurance.  Mitze requested  a motion to approve the payment of the insurance . One change is to remove Kim as the point of contact and put Gunner on as point of contact. Discussion.  $2,400.00 down payment. Discussion.  Business auto to protect anyone driving cars representing the park. It protects the Parks. Everyone understands, Gunner is to check so that the park is covered if anyone is driving the car.  For the next board meeting. Going to leave this till we find out if we are going to start the management company.
All the paperwork for the Trailer loan and land paid off. Jeff had the paperwork for Carol Archer and Julie Danford to sign.  Julie took the paperwork home so Joe could look at it, and then she will sign it. Julie will bring the paperwork back in tomorrow.
Each Board Member brought 5 things to the meeting that they would like to see done this year:

Roger.  Management company and Roads, sell some lot’s, Fence.
Gunner.   Roads, Fence finish it down the line.  Areas between roads where creek is cleaned out. Emergency Phone numbers posted at the pool and the office bulletin boards.  Basic review of By-Laws and Deed Restrictions to be sure we are in compliance.
Julie:  Collections owed are over 100 thousand dollars. Fences painted and dock painted where repairs were done.  This building dressed up some on the outside.
Mitzie: I agree with just about everything. The boat ramp.  Deed Restrictions and By-Laws really need to be worked on.
Nick:  Agree with Gunner on By-Laws and Deed Restrictions, boat ramp fixed while the water is down.  I would like to see us buy a 209 book and keep it in the office.  Julie said she would give her copy to the office.
Jeff:  Boat ramp is one of mine also.  Culvert drainage is a problem that needs to be fixed.  The fence down the line. The pool gate is dangerous !!
Jeff : These are all good ideas. The emergency numbers we can do now and then prioritize the rest.

Tammie Johnson : We need a different board out front the because white board is no good. Suggestion is a magnet Board.

Lois ask if the lights on the sign could be fixed. It is an electrical problem. Jeff said he would look at it.
Julie stated Ms Rasnick would like to come up and present an offer to redo the sign if we provided the materials. Suggest Dec. board meeting. Jeff stated he didn’t think she needed to do a presentation, just come up with the cost of the materials. It was approved last year to fix up the sign so we can just move forward with it. That is a great idea.

Gunner asked if any Board Member sign an ACC application?   Charlie Baker said as long as he had been on the ACC, any Board Member could sign an ACC application if an ACC member not being available.  All the BOD agreed with that.

Mass discussion on Lawn Mower.  Gunner said he would look in the shed and tell what was there tomorrow.

Roger would like to have that building moved to the pool area where it could be used .

Motion to adjourn by Gunner and seconded by Nick.  Unanimous approval by the Board.
